What is Living in Grace?
Living in Grace is a grace-based, Christ-centered conference grounded in the Scriptures. The purpose is to demonstrate how all of the Christian life is lived in the grace of God in Christ. The goal of Living in Grace is to provide discipleship training which leads to being more fully equipped for life and ministry.  

There are 4 primary components of the conference:
1) Messages on grace: The messages on grace will be lecture or participatory in style. The primary presenters are: 
Lloyd Kim – Coordinator MTW 
Bruce Young – former missionary to Japan and current Member Care staff
Brian Deringer – former missionary to France and current Director of Member Care & Development
2) Small groups: The purpose of the small groups is to discover together how the messages apply to our walk with the Lord. The small groups also give us an opportunity to get to know each other and to support and encourage each other.
3) Personal application times: Each couple or single will have at least 2 one-hour appointments during the week with their small group leader. The personal application times are not for the purpose of assessment, but are meant to aid you in discovering areas of your life and ministry to which the message of grace may be applied, resulting in new freedom and joy in Christ. You will set the limits on how deeply you wish to share with your small group leader. We are simply here to help you take what you are learning to a deeper level than you can do in a small group. 
4) Personal Reflection and Meditation: Each day, there will be one or more times of structured personal prayer and meditation, intended to help the principles taught to sink in more deeply and enable you to appropriate the lessons of grace individually and privately.
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
